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4. The purpose of the study is to analyze the constitutional and legal
regulation of the institution of citizenship in the Russian Federation.

5. The theoretical and practical significance lies in the study devoted to
the analysis of the constitutional and legal aspects of the institution of citizenship
in the Russian Federation.

6. The results obtained in the final qualification work:

Citizenship is the most important legal institution that determines the
relationship between a person and the state, as well as the primary basis of the
legal status of an individual, since rights, legitimate interests, and duties can be
fully realized only if there is citizenship; The historical and legal development of
Russian citizenship allows us to draw conclusions: a) the legal regulation of
citizenship issues reflects the political and legal ideology prevailing at a certain.
stage of state and legal development, as evidenced by the main historical and legal
stages of the development of citizenship in Russia; b) the institution of citizenship
is the most important tool of the state for the formation of the social and political
structure of society, taking into account political, economic and demographic
interests.
